Canvasses For Health Care
Campaign highlights urgent need for guaranteed quality, affordable care in 2009 

Indianapolis, IN – Today, Central Indiana Jobs with Justice and the Indiana Health Care for America Now (HCAN) partners continued the efforts to educate the public about sky-rocketing health care costs and the need for comprehensive health care reform. 

Organizers and volunteers talked with Obama supporters today who were waiting in line to see Senator Obama speak.  Across Indiana and 44 other states, partners are speaking with voters about their health care concerns.  Indiana Health Care for America Now and partners handed out information about health care reform and a toll-free number – 1-888-436-8427 – so constituents could call their Members of Congress and ask them to support quality, affordable health care for all. Everyone in attendance is  encouraged to ask their Representatives and Senators, “Which Side Are You On?” – the side of quality, affordable health care for all or the side of leaving us alone to fend for ourselves in the complicated, bureaucratic private insurance market. 

“Now is the time that voters need to know who is on their side, and we want to give them the chance to call Congress and ask for themselves,” said Allison Luthe, Community Organizer.  “Health care costs are sky-rocketing, and especially now that our economy is so fragile, we need the next President and Congress to make comprehensive health care reform a priority in 2009.” 

Health Care for America Now (HCAN) is a national grassroots campaign made up of millions of individuals and more than 425 organizations committed to winning a guarantee of quality, affordable health care for all in 2009. The campaign launched July 8th in Washington, DC and 52 other cities (including 38 state capitals) across the country. Since then members have been holding anti-insurance actions to draw attention to the health insurance industry’s bad practice of putting profits before people’s health.  
Since mid-August, Health Care for America Now has been asking Members of Congress, "Which Side Are You On? – the side of quality, affordable health care for all or the side of leaving us alone to fend for ourselves in the bureaucratic, unregulated insurance market? HCAN's Statement of Common Purpose includes 10 principles the campaign believes will lay the foundation for effective, comprehensive health care reform in 2009.  So far, more than 100 Members of Congress have signed on, but no one from Indiana. 

“The high cost of health care is a very real day-to-day concern for working families,” said Luthe. “Today is about making sure we talk to people one-on-one and let them know there are two very different prescriptions for health care reform out there with specific, contrasting policies. Today is about taking one step closer to winning a guarantee of quality, affordable health care we all can count on.”
