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Indianapolis residents shared their Health Care Industry Horror Stories Tuesday as part of a national movement.
Hoosiers Joined Kathie McClure and her ‘Bandwagon Tour’ to Share Stories of Denied Coverage, Unaffordable Health Care

Indianapolis, IN – On Wednesday September 10th, Central Indiana Jobs with Justice hosted Katie McClure and VoteHealthcare.org at an event at Community Alliance of the Far Eastside community center.  Kathie told of her adult children who have been denied health insurance coverage due their medical conditions.  Kathie stated to the crowd, “There is something wrong with this country when Americans cannot get the basic health insurance coverage they need.”   
Many senior citizens were in attendance, and shared their concerns about high prescriptions drug costs.  Shawn Springfield, 22 of Indianapolis, came with her one year old daughter, Amanda, and said she recently changed jobs just to find a job with benefits.  Her health care benefits will kick in after her 90 day introductory period, but she will need help from her parents to afford insurance that also covers her child.
The event was part of the Health Care for America Now (HCAN) Campaign which is holding similar events in 45 states over the next few months to highlight the need for quality, affordable health care for all Americans.  Health Care for America Now is an unprecedented coalition of major organizations including labor unions, large membership groups, women’s groups, doctors, nurses, small businesses, and leading netroots activists. 
Central Indiana Jobs with Justice will be holding similar events over the coming months, especially after the November elections when it will be time to hold elected officials accountable to make quality, affordable health care for everyone a reality.
